 PARKS

George Bush Park

16756 Westheimer Parkway 

Covering over 6,500 acres, George Bush Park offers area for almost every type of recreation. On one side, the American Shooting Center provides a safe area to practice. To the west are the Scobee Model Airplane fields and hike and bike (and equestrian) trail. On the opposite side, a large open field provides room for dogs to play. There is even a separate area just for dogs that is named after the Bush family dog, Millie. Also, the Alief and FFPS Soccer Complexes, as well as baseball fields, provides room for youth sports. At the corner of South Barker Cypress and Westheimer Parkway, a playground, pavilion, and duck pond accommodate everyone and their pets. A small pond on Westheimer Parkway almost to Westheimer Road also offers area for dogs and small picnics.

Katy City Park

5720 Franz Road

Almost 20 acres, this park has a lighted jogging trail, playground equipment, a covered, lighted basketball pavilion, and lighted tennis courts for nighttime recreation. There are six ball fields that can be rented and reserved on a week-to-week basis. When not reserved, these are open for public use. Restrooms are open daily.

Mary Jo Peckham Park!!
5597 Gardenia Lane

This park appeals to people with physical impairments because the total facility is handicap accessible. A miniature gold course, playground, covered pavilion, jogging trail, and lake with fishing pier make Peckham Park an all-day event. The air-conditioned building houses an indoor pool and workout room. Fitness classes are also offered. For more information, call 281-391-4482.

Thomas Park

5918 Third Street

This 2-acre park is nestled in downtown Katy at the corner of Avenue D and Third Street. It appeals to both adults and children with its paved walking path and playground equipment. The charming gazebo perfects the park’s scenic setting. Often used for photographs and outdoor weddings, Thomas Park presents a beautiful area where kids and adults can relax.

V.F.W. Park

6202 George Bush Drive

Providing a park area for approximately 5,000 people, V.F.W. Park supplies a covered pavilion, 12 picnic tables, barbeque pits, and a sand volleyball court. A baseball field and playground are located between large oak trees that give shade during the day. V.F.W Hall, located east of the park, can accommodate up to 600 people and can be reserved for meetings, parties, etc. 

Woodsland Park Community Center

443 Danover Road

This functional 7-acre park includes a large barbeque pit, playground, and basketball pavilion. It also has a building with kitchen facilities, 15 tables with 55 chairs, and restrooms. Seating between 100 and 200 people, this building can be reserved after 5 p.m., Monday through Friday and on weekends. For more information, call 281-391-4840.

BLUEBONNET ADVENTURES – HOUSTON OUTSKIRTS
Chappell Hill.  Take Hwy 290 west to Chappell Hill or go west on I-10 and take exit #732 in Brookshire. Go north on Hwy 359 to Hempstead. Go west on 290 to Chappell Hill, home of the Official Texas Bluebonnet Festival. If you prefer to visit without the crowds, pick up a brochure from the outdoor kiosk next to the Providence Baptist Church on Main Street. for a self-guided tour of the area. Chappell Hill includes 10 sites on the National Register of Historic Places and 25 Historical Markers. Don’t miss the miniature horse farm run by the Monastery of St. Clare, just 9 miles north of town. Take FM 1155 North.  Go left on FM 2193 and take a right on Hwy 105. The monastery will be the first drive on the right.

Brenham. Eight miles west of Chappell Hill on Hwy 290 is the town of Brenham, the “Bluebonnet Capital of the World” and  home to Blue Bell Creameries. To learn more call toll-free 888-BRENHAM or visit www.brenhamtexas.com for a wildflower trails map, visitors guide, and a schedule of events.  

Washington-on-the-Brazos.  According to the Texas Legislature, Washington County is renowned for Blue Bell(r), baseball, bluebonnets, bed and breakfasts, and the birthplace of Texas. Washington-on-the-Brazos State Historical Park is a must-see for native Texans and newcomers. It has a new visitor center, Barrington Living History Farm, and the Star of Republic Museum.  The park is located just twenty miles north of Chappell Hill on FM 1155 and is open daily from 10 a.m. until 5 p.m. For more information call 936-878-2214 or visit the website at www.birthplaceof texas.com.

Lake Somerville. Nothing compares to a trip to Lake Somerville State Park and Trailways.  For directions and a schedule of events, visit www.tpwd.state.tx.us or call 800-792-1112.  
Navasota.  Just 20 minutes north of Hempstead via State Hwy. 6 is Navasota.  An annual festival with arts and crafts, home tours, doll and quilt shows, model train exhibit, petting zoo, classic car show, historical reenactments, and music. To learn  more, call 936-825-8585.

Anderson.  East of  Navasota on Hwy 105 is the tiny hamlet of Anderson.  It’s a beautiful windy drive through farms and cattle grazing in fields and provides a glimpse into old-time Texas. Be sure to visit the Fanthorp Inn State Historic Site. To find out more, call 936-873-2633.

Bellville.  For another fun daytrip from Katy, head west on I-10 to exit #720 at Sealy.  Go north on Hwy. 36 for 15 miles to Bellville. Founded in 1848, Bellville is the  heart of wildflower country with its rolling green hills and colorful flower palettes. Jana Lewis and her family enjoy admiring the bluebonnets that grow each year on their property near Bellville.

HIKE & BIKE TRAILS
Terry Hershey Park

Not too far from Katy is more than seven miles of scenic trails that wind through trees, fields of wildflowers, bayous and wooden bridges. Maintained by Harris Country Precinct 3 Parks Dept, the trail runs from the Highway 6 reservoir east to Beltway 8. Entrances are located off Memorial between Eldridge and Highway 6, at Highway 6 and the dam, and a new one at Beltway 8 near Town & Country. George Bush Park

Many Katy families are enjoying 2.5 miles of paved hike and bike trails in nearby George Bush Park. These little known paths were built by Harris Country Precinct 3 and offer a peaceful, scenic path for cyclists or walkers. There is a back entrance located at S. Fry Rd. and Highland Knolls (across the street from Walgreens) that takes riders behind the Lakes of Buckingham and Lakeforest of Kelliwood subdivisions, then turns east, and crosses buffalo bayou via an extensive wooden bridge. The path ends near the model airplane park. Another entrance is near the FFPS soccer fields on Westheimer Parkway in George Bush Park, where riders can spot an occasional longhorn grazing in the distance. A separate bridge joins both trails together. Open dawn to dusk. Visit www.pct3.hctx.net/PGeorge or call 281-496-2177.
Cullen Park

Just a few miles east of Katy is Cullen Park (owned by the City of Houston). The park offers a paved trail that runs west from Highway 6, before Clay Rd., to Barker Cypress at Saums. Cullen is home to the Velodrome, one of only 19 in the U.S. with a 333 meter track.  I-10 expansion plans include paths running north at Westgreen, Fry, and Barker Cypress (possibly linking Cullen to Bush and Hershey Parks). The park is located at 19008 Saums Road. Call 281-578-0693 for more information.
